But something is amiss and it seems
that Iris's past may well cause something far more deadly than mere disruption in
her personal life. Meanwhile, Gwendolyn is struggling to regain full legal control
of her life, her finances, and her son - a legal path strewn with traps and pitfalls.

Together these indomitable two are determined and capable and not just of
making the perfect marriage match.
